Vit Spilka (born 1968) is a graduate of the Brno Conservatory, the Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and
Music (the clarinet) and the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (conducting). He continued studying as an
internat the Accademia Chigiana in Sienna and at the Trinity College of Musicin London. He took part in several
performance competitions and brought home top prizes.

HewasamemberoftheBrnoPhilharmonicfrom 1987-1997, where he performed asasoloist alongsideleading,
CzechOrchestra members.Healsoorganized several recitalsin the Czech Republicand abroad. Heis also active in
contemporarymusic. He performed many compositionsduring theirpremier, recordedinthe CzechBroadcasting
studioandmade CDs. Hewas aninterim memberofthe Brno City TheatreOrchestra.

Asa soloistand chamberplayer, he performed on thestagesofleadingfestivals (PragueSpring, Prague premiers,
Moravian Fall, the Jana¢ek Festival, Janacek and Luhadovice Festivals, Forfest Kroméfiz, Concentus Moravie) and
recorded many CDs. He wasa member of the Brno Wind Instrument Quintet for over twentyyears. He has been
theJandc¢ek Ensemble’sdirectorofArts since 201 2and he has performedwiththis Ensemble at manyfestivalsand
concertsintheCzechRepublic, Franceand China.

He has beenteachingat the Janacek Academyof Performing Arts and Music'sFaculty of Music since 1993 and he
‘wasappointed associate professorin 2003. Hetaughtmanylocal and internationalperforming artcourses, he has
given presentations at several universities abroad within the scope of the Erasmus Mobility Programme. Many of
his students perform with leading orchestrasin the Czech Republicand abroad. He was the dean of the Faculty
of Music at Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and Music from 2008-2012. He was the vice-rector of the
JandéekAcademyofPerformingArtsandMusicfrom 2018-2022.

He is also working intensively on his conducting activity, as the head of larger ensembles (for example, the
Dechova harmonie at the Janatek Academy of Performing Arts and Music, the Ensemble Opera Diversa, the
Jandéek Ensemble, theJandcéek AcademyOrchestra). He has performed at severalconcerts inthe CzechRepublic
andabroad Hehadhisdebutperformancewiththe Brno Philharmonicin 2012.In 2013, heled the world premiere
oftheinstrumentalversionofJanacek'sDiaryofthe Onewho Disappeared at theJanacéek Festivalat theUniversity
ofNorth Texas (concertsin Brnoand Denton - USA).Healso recordedtheKlein, Spilka, Zouhar,Haas"CD with the
Ensemble Opera Diversain the same year. He made hisdebut performance with the wind instrument harmony
atthe North Bohemian Philharmonicin Teplice in 2014 and then another debut performance with the Prague
Philharmonic one year later. In 2016, he performed Mozart's Magic Flute with Run OperRun and studied the
Marriageof Figaroby the same composerattheInspiration Theatre (OperastudioattheMusicand DanceFaculty
of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague). In 2017, he conducted the Prague Philharmonic at an evening
concert,whichheconcluded withabachelor'scycleinconductingat theMusicand Dance Facultyatthe Academy
of Performing Arts in Prague. He has been leading the Festival Clarinet Ensemble (concerts during the Prague
Clarinet Days) since 2017. He has been organizing concerts with the Janacek Ensemble, the Dechova harmonie
HF JAMU and other chamber ensembles.
