HewasamemberoftheBrnoPhilharmonicfrom 1987-1997, where he performed as asoloist alongsideleading,
CzechOrchestramembers.He alsoorganized several recitals inthe Czech Republicand abroad. Heis also activein
contemporarymusic.He performed many compositionsduring their premier, recorded inthe CzechBroadcasting
studioandmade CDs. Hewas aninterim memberofthe Brno City Theatre Orchestra.

Asa soloistand chamberplayer, he performed on the stagesofleadingfestivals (Prague Spring, Prague premiers,
Moravian Fall, the Janacek Festival, Jandc¢ek and Luhacovice Festivals, Forfest Kroméfiz, Concentus Moravie) and
recorded many CDs. He wasa member of the BrnoWind InstrumentQuintet for over twenty years. He has been
theJanacek Ensemble’sdirectorof Arts since 2012 and he has performedwiththis Ensembleat manyfestivalsand
concertsintheCzechRepublic, Franceand China.

He has beenteachingat theJanatek Academyof Performing Arts and Music'sFaculty of Music since 1993 and he
wasappointed associate professorin 2003. Hetaughtmanylocal and internationalperforming artcourses, he has
given presentations at several universities abroad within the scope of the Erasmus Mobility Programme. Many of
his students perform with Ieadinfgorchestras in the Czech Republicand abroad. He was thedean of the Faculty
of Music at Janacek Academy of Performing Arts and Music from 2008-2012. He was the vice-rector of the
JanacekAcademyofPerformingArtsandMusicfrom 2018-2022.

He is also working intensively on his conducting activity, as the head of larger ensembles (for example, the
Dechova harmonie at the Janaéek Academy of Performing Arts and Music, the Ensemble Opera Diversa, the
Janaéek Ensemble, theJandc¢ek AcademyOrchestra).
