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Nowadays it is difficult to imagine the music life in the city of Brno, as well as on significant
stages of the Czech Repubilic, without the presence of the Czech Virtuosi orchestra. The
steep concert career of this remarkable “Mozartian” musical ensemble, now of European
standing, began with a concert at the Besedni ddm in Brno on January 28, 1989, under the
baton of Japanese conductor Hideaki Hirai, co-founder of the ensemble, which now has
over 800 concerts to its credit, a good third of which are performed abroad. Czech Virtuosi
premiered John Rutter’s Requiem and, at the first “Leos Janacek Festival“in Brno, performed
aunique reduced version of Janacek’s opera The Cunning Little Vixen, conducted by an Irish
conductor. Later, they performed this piece in the Smetana Hall in Prague and presented the
Czech premiere of the Japanese composition “Princess of the Moon”.

The Czech Virtuosi orchestra has preserved its domain as a “Mozartian type” ensemble
to this day. This label impressed upon the ensemble by demanding and encompassing
Vienna, where the successful performance of four of Mozart’s works became not only
a launching pad for the orchestra’s activities on a European scale but also a fateful bond
with this sanctuary of European music. There is no hall or significant venue in Vienna
where the Czech Virtuosi have not performed, including the Konzerthaus, Musikverein,
Vienna State Opera, and the famous Stephansdom, where they annually perform famous
oratorical works such as Dvorak’s Stabat Mater, Requiem, or Britten’s War Requiem.
Oratorical works are also performed annually in Waldsassen, Germany.

The Czech Virtuosi orchestra is repeatedly invited to prestigious European festivals
in France (Paris, Fenétrange, Dijon, Antibes), Austria (Vienna, Salzburg), Germany
(Festspiele Europaische Wochen Passau), Belgium, the Netherlands, Spain, Italy (Rome,
Perugia, Vatican), Poland (Musica Sacromontana International Festival in Polish Gastynia),
and more. With their “pure” lineup of 33 players, the Virtuosi undertook concert tours to
Japan in 2003, and subsequently in a baroque configuration in the autumn of 2010 and
2011, performing without a conductor under the artistic direction of their concertmaster,
Pavel Wallinger.

The most prestigious offers of recent years include the most frequently repeated invitations
to concerts in France. During the year-long Festival of Czech Music in Dijon in 2015, they
successfully staged and performed a complete international cast of Janacek’'s opera Kéta
Kabanova. Three years later, they presented his Jenufa in Caen, France. In 2016, they,
along with conductor and soloist Stefan Veselka, performed Mozart’s piano concerto and
Dvorak’s Symphony No. 8. The orchestra also regularly participates in other festivals in France.
More than half of their 30 concerts take place in Czech cities. In the Suk Hall of
Prague’s Rudolfinum, they performed twice as part of the “Classic and Jazz” festival,
with a repeat in Perugia, Italy, with Italian violinist Alessandro Quartararo and conductor
Walter Attanasi. They have also performed two famous Requiems - Mozart’s in 2016 and
Cherubini’s in 2017 - in international vocal casts in the Rudolfinum’s grand hall.

A prominent guest of the Czech Virtuosi orchestra is the young and outstanding American
violin virtuoso of Korean origin, Esther Yoo, who now performs with world orchestras
and conductors all over the world. Since February 2010, she has participated in over
40 concerts with Czech Virtuosi.

Over the course of its concert activity, the Czech Virtuosi have generated enormous
interest from the public, especially in Advent and Christmas concerts in Brno’s church
spaces, dedicated primarily to the music of baroque masters, as well as the traditional and
long-sold-out Three Kings’ Concert at Petrov Cathedral with the charismatic Jifi Pavlica
and his ensemble Hradistan.

The concert activity of the Czech Virtuosi orchestra is inconceivable without its
participation in benefit concerts for various foundations, such as Helping Hands,
Bethlehem, or traditionally for the Masaryk Oncology Institute.

Recordings of some of their concerts have been dedicated to the archive of TV Noe. They
have been invited three times to the televised “Concert of Goodwill” at Velehrad. Both
the audience and critics appreciate Czech Virtuosi for their stylistic purity, colourfulness,
perfect harmony, and spontaneous musicality.

Republicand abroad (Ensemble intercontemporain Paris, Czech Philharmonic, Prague Symphony Orchestra (FOK), Czech
Radio Symphony Orchestra, Prague National Theatre Orchestra, Pardubice Chamber Philharmonic, Teplice Symphony
Orchestra, Brno National Theatre Orchestra, Olomouc Moravian Theatre Orchestra, Brno City Theatre Orchestra,
Slovak Philharmonic, Slovak National Theatre Orchestra in Bratislava). Since 2018 he has also been teaching at the Brno
Conservatory. From 1997 to 2008, he served as the Associate Dean of the Faculty of Music at JAMU, from 2008 to 2012 as
the Dean of the Faculty of Music at JAMU, and from 2018 to 2022 as the Vice-rector of JAMU.

He is also an active conductor - leading various chamber and orchestral ensembles (such as the JAMU Wind Ensemble,
Ensemble Opera Diversa, Janacek Ensemble, Janaéek Academy Orchestra, and Czech Virtuosi), he has performed at
numerous concerts in the Czech Republic and abroad. In 2012, he made his debut with the Brno Philharmonic, andin 2013,
he conducted the world premiere of the orchestrated version of Janacek’s The Diary of One Who Disappeared (Zapisnik
zmizelého) at the Janacek Festival at the University of North Texas (concertsin Brno and Denton, USA). In the same year, he
recorded the CD Klein, Spilka, Zouhar, Haas with Ensemble Opera Diversa. In 2014, he made his debut with the North Czech
Philharmonic Teplice, and a year later with the Prague Chamber Philharmonic. In 2016, he conducted Mozart’s The Magic
Flute with the opera company Run OpeRun and prepared The Marriage of Figaro by the same composer at the Inspirace
Theatre (Opera Studio of HAMU). From 2017 to 2020, he organized the Festival Clarinet Ensemble (concerts during the
Prague Clarinet Days), and since 2022, he has been leading the clarinet ensemble as part of the International Performance
Courses at the Faculty of Music, JAMU. As the artistic director, clarinettist, and conductor, he regularly organizes concerts
with the Janacek Ensemble.
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Ensemble Opera Diversa

Ensemble Opera Diversa je nezavisly soubor profesionalnich hudebnikd a zpévak, ktefi se
soustfedina objevné hudebnia divadelni programy.

In addition to classical works, the
core of their activity lies in original chamber music and operas by Ondfej Kyas and Pavel
Drabek. Since its beginnings (1999), the ensemble has developed into a musical company
that performs around thirty performances and shows a year. The ensemble comprises
a chamber orchestra, soloists, singers, actors, and the choral group Ensemble Versus. The
chamber orchestra was established in 2005, led from the beginning by Jan Bélohlavek.
Each year, they typically present three to five thematic concert projects in their production,
connecting 20" century compositions with contemporary pieces, particularly works by
kindred composers. Inthe pursuit of defining their own artisticidentity, the ensemble aims to
create audience-engaging programs that avoid presenting trivial or commonplace pieces,
while also steering clear of being narrowly categorized within the realm of contemporary
classical music. Through their programming and interpretative commitment, they strive to
engage in a dialogue with an open-minded audience.

She further
studied conducting at the Janaéek Academy of Music and Performing Arts in Brno under
Rostislav Haliska and Lubomir Matl. In 2002, she participated in competitive conducting courses
in Ostrava led by Zsolt Nagy and became the winner. From 2003 to 2004, she pursued studies
in Graz, Austria, at the Universitat fir Musik und darstellende Kunst in the conducting class of
Martin Sieghart. During this scholarship stay, she was selected to actively participate in the
International Week festival held in Graz, collaborating with the university symphony orchestra.
She primarily focuses on presenting contemporary operatic works (Markéta Dvorakové’s “Giraffe
Opera,” Markéta Dvorakova and lvo Medek’s “Mr. Dead,” operas by Josef Berg). Since 2013, she
has served as the Chief Conductor of the Mladi brnénsti symfonikové orchestra. Since 2006,
she has been a regular collaborator with the Ensemble Opera Diversa, with whom she has
premiered opera productions such as the duo Pavel Drabek and OndFej Kyas’ “Pumpkin Demon
in a Vegetarian Restaurant” (2010), “Ponava” (Vanished Rivers) (2013), and “The Sorcerer and His
Servant” (2016), most recently Ondrej Kyas’ full-length opera “The Second City” (2023), based
on the novel of the same name by Michal Ajvaz. She also successfully directed the newest diverse
production of the opera “I Am the Princess of Fools” by Lenka Nota and Olga Sommerova. She
is the Chief Conductor of Ensemble Opera Diversa in both orchestral and ensemble projects.
Under her leadership, the ensemble has achieved a highly cohesive sound. Although the
orchestra does not have permanent members as a principle, the circle of its musicians gradually
transformsinto a well-coordinated ensemble, energetically embracing less conventional corners
of the 20 and 21* century musical repertoire.
